Bibles as they serve people in the Dzaleka Refugee
Camp in Malawi. Pray that many find new life in
Jesus Christ as they hear His Word for the first time.

Praise God for a Bengali Bible-based Literacy group
in a Muslim community in Bangladesh. The group
recently completed the first book and started the
second book. Please pray for God’s blessing upon all
of them. May the Holy Spirit work within their hearts
and lead them to embrace the gift of salvation.

Week 3

Bible League-trained Bible study leaders in Kenya will
soon be sharing the hope of the Gospel with children
of inmates in the country’s Lang’ata Women’s Prison.
The children will use Bible League’s Discovery Series
Old and New Testament coloring books to learn
about Jesus’ love for them. Pray that God’s Word will
illuminate many lives, including those of the inmates.

Pray for newly trained English-language Bible-based
Literacy teachers in Thailand. These volunteers will
focus on reaching children. Pray, too, for all those
reached through Bible-based Literacy in the country—

children and adults alike. Ask God to use the program
to bring more people to Jesus Christ.

Fifteen churches recently took part in a Bible League
Bible study training in the Bronx, New York. Pastors
and other church leaders were among the 79 people
who completed the training. Pray that God will bless
them as they share God’s Word in their communities
and grow their local churches.

Week 4

A Bible League regional ministry coordinator in Haiti
was among those recently forced to flee their homes.
Amid the chaos in that country, many churches are
struggling to hold their worship services. Pray for
protection. Pray for peace.

Please continue to pray for peace for Armenia. “For
many years, we realize God is our only Hope, Helper,
and Protector,” says Bible League’s ministry director
in the country. “Pray for our border regions, soldiers,
our ministry in these regions, and the refugee families
from Nagorno-Karabakh (Artsakh).”

Praise God for recent baptisms reported in
Bangladesh, where believers risk persecution.

In northern Bangladesh, a Bible League-trained
church planter baptized 28 adults from the Hindu
community. All are part of the country’s Santali tribe.
A church planter in another area reports baptizing
six other people, all of whom are also members of

the Santali tribe. Pray for these new believers to grow
spiritually stronger every day.
